House of gold: Someone who wants to see a real house of
gold will have to go to Vietnam. There, in the city of Can Tho, is
a three-story home that is gilded in gold, inside and out. It was
built by a real estate entrepreneur named Nguyen Van Trung,
who opened his home to tourists after seeing the public’s interest
in the place.
